made.

you go green in your back-

yard with composting and 

gardening information and 

tools. 

The Going Green Store is 

also reaching out to local 

restaurants.  Bauer says 

they are able to sell to go 

containers made of corn or 

bamboo to local businesses 

cheaper than they can get 

from other suppliers.  These 

products will replace 

Styrofoam containers and 

will decompose quickly.   

We encourage you to check 

out our latest “Caught Be-

ing Green” business located 

at 909 River Road in    

Granville. 

Due to reductions in the CFLP 

Solid Waste District the Lick-

ing County Litter program is 

no longer being funded.  The 

litter clean up has always been 

an optional program through 

the EPA and the CFLP Solid 

Waste District. 

For over a decade our litter 

department has been responsi-

ble for cleaning up dump sites 

and roadways.  This has been 

done with a supervisor and 

local inmates.  This program 

has been a great help to the 

area township trustees.  They 

have been able to call the de-

partment when tires are 

dumped along  a road or they 

have located a dump site.  The 

department also would clean 

the road along the Hartford 

Fairgrounds prior to its open-

ing each summer and roads in 

other villages prior to commu-

nity events. 

Although we can no longer 

clean the roadways  we do 

have other alternatives.  We 

hope that more people will 

make an effort to keep our 

roadways clean by being part 

of our Adopt-a-Road program.  

This allows organizations, 

groups or families to adopt 

two miles of roadway that they 

clean three times a year.  Each 

year around April we have a 

“Clean Your Community” 

day.  We provide gloves and 

trash bags for the clean ups.  

This is usually organized by 

your mayor or township trus-

tees.  We also encourage you 

to contact your local enforce-

ment agency if you see some-

one littering or dumping along 

the roadways. 
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CLOSE THE LOOP BY BUYING RECYCLED  
Whether shopping for the holidays or 

for a new winter blanket, stop and 

consider buying your items with     

recycled content.  You are already 

doing a great job reducing, reusing 

and recycling.  Now let us “close the 

loop” by buying recycled. 

 

Here are some of the terms you may 

see when trying to buy items that 

have recycled content…. 

 

¶ Recycled-content products 
are made from materials that 

would otherwise have been 

discarded. Items in this cate-

gory are made totally or par-

tially from material destined 

for disposal or recovered 

from industrial activities like 

aluminum soda cans or news-

paper. Recycled-content 

products also can be items 

that are rebuilt or remanufac-

tured from used products such 

as toner cartridges or comput-

ers. 

Post consumer content refers 

to material from products that 

were used by consumers or 

businesses and would other-

wise be discarded as waste. If 

a product is labeled “recycled 

content,” the rest of the prod-

uct material might have come 

from excess or damaged items 

generated during normal man-

ufacturing processes-not col-

lected through a local recy-

cling program. 

 

¶ Recyclable products can be 

collected and remanufactured 

into new products after they’ve 

been used. These products do 

not necessarily contain recy-

cled materials and only benefit 

the environment if people re-

cycle them after use. Check 

our Guide to Recycling to de-

termine which items are recy-

clable in your community.  

 

 

There are more than 4,500 recycled-

content products available, and this 

number continues to grow. In fact, 

many of the products we regularly 

purchase contain recycled-content. 

 

The following list presents just a  

sampling of products that can be 

made with recycled content:

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Streamline Your Recycling for a Quick Drop -off During the Cold Months  

¶ Although it is often more conven-

ient to take recyclables to drop-

off during the weekend, everyone 

else usually has the same idea and 

drop-off containers are quickly 

filled.  Consider dropping off 

your recyclables toward the mid-

dle of the week  during your trip 

to work, school or while running 

errands.  This will save you gas as 

you are doing multiple errands at 

the same time. Plus the recycling 

bins are more likely to be empty 

during the middle of the week.    

¶ Remember to bring only recycla-

bles to the drop off locations.  We 

do not take appliances, furniture, 

tires or trash in general.  Those 

Now that the weather is colder, you 

may find yourself dreading your recy-

cling drop-off trip more than usual. 

Here are some easy ways to help 

make your trip more efficient: 

¶ Make sure to have recyclables 

separated and organized before 

arriving so that you can easily 

dispose groups of items where 

they belong. 

¶ Ask for paper grocery sacks when 

shopping.  These are made from a 

renewable resource and you can 

put your paper in them for recy-

cling.  This way you can drop the 

sack and contents in the recycling 

bin in one quick stop.

 Buying Live Christmas Trees  
Like using outdoor Christmas tree lights? 

Why not buy a live Christmas tree and 

plant it outdoors later? That way, you'll be 

able to decorate it for many years to come 

with outdoor Christmas tree lights.  

If you follow this practice every year, you 

can eventually end up with a nice wind-

break or privacy screen, without spending 

extra money at the nursery. Your Christ-

mas trees can thus serve double-duty -- 

another piece of recycling information 

that will save you money.  

 

Re-Using Cut Christmas Trees  
If you do opt for a cut Christmas tree ra-

ther than a living tree that you can plant 

later, at least consider alternatives to let-

ting it end up at the local landfill. For 

instance, here's some recycling infor-

mation that birdwatchers will appreciate:  

You can put your cut Christmas trees out 

in the backyard after the holidays are 

over, to provide shelter for wild birds. 

Recycling Christmas trees in this manner 

is just one of many ways that you can use 

The recycling information provided be-

low represents but a small fraction of 

what homeowners can do to live earth-

friendly lives. We have tried to focus on 

recycling information that goes beyond 

just reducing the burden on our landfills. 

Follow these ideas for waste recycling 

and you'll not only be "saving the planet," 

but also saving money in some cases.  

We begin with recycling information and 

ideas for reducing waste we create during 

the holiday season 

 

Re-Using Packing Peanuts  
If you were lucky, you received gifts that 

were sufficiently "high-end" to be packed 

with packing peanuts. Before you take 

those packing peanuts out with the trash, 

consider how useful they may be as filler 

in your container gardens.  

Huh? you ask. That's right: packing pea-

nuts are light and airy enough to offer 

great drainage at the bottom of a contain-

er garden. Why pay money for a product 

such as perlite to accomplish the same 

result, when the packing peanuts are free? 

You could also use crushed stone; howev-

er, not only will you have to pay for it, 

but its weight will make the container 

much heavier to move around. Thus this 

is one example of recycling information 

plants to attract wild birds. Draw even 

more wild birds by hanging suet on the 

Christmas trees, or pine cones smeared 

with peanut butter and rolled in birdseed. 

 
Giving Plants as Gifts  
Give people plants for a holiday gift. A 

plant is a gift that will "keep on giving." 

Even if it does die, it can be recycled -- 

by composting it. Think of composting as 

"recycling plants." Furthermore, a plant 

doesn't come in a box, so there's no card-

board waste to dispose of. And if you 

wish to take "saving the planet" to anoth-

er level with your gift, make sure the 

plant comes in a fancy container -- 

one too pretty to throw away! There will 

also be less temptation to cover up fancy 

containers with tin foil, which is not bio-

degradable.  

 

Giving Nursery Certificates as Gifts  
Alternatively, give people gift certificates 

provided by a local nursery. The recipi-

ents can then do their own shopping in 

spring. This alternative is not only enviro-

friendly but will also reduce holiday 

shopping stress for you!
